Must Know Information

Volunteer Requirements: All Girl Scouts — Diamonds volunteers are required to
complete a volunteer application, pass a background check and take the Volunteer
Essentials Training. The training can be taken in a classroom setting, on-line, or by
home-study.

Troop Leader Requirements: Troop Leaders are required to meet the above Volunteer
Requirements and take the appropriate level training. All level trainings are offered in a
classroom setting, on-line or by home-study.

Staying Up-To Date: Check the Girl Scouts — Diamonds website
(www.girlscoutsdiamonds.org), Diamonds Dispatch and monthly Leader’s Notes often
for updated and/or revised training information.

Registration Procedure: Unless otherwise noted, all council training registration and
fees should be mailed to 211 West Third, Suite 245, Pine Bluff, AR 71601. Please use
the Training Registration Form found in this book, on the website
(www.girlscoutsdiamonds.org), and in the forms section of Volunteer Essentials.
Registrations must reach the Pine Bluff office on or before the deadline.

Training Fees: Training fees are charged only when it is necessary to cover the
expenses of that training session or event. If there is a fee for the training, it must
accompany your registration.

Refunds/Credits: Refunds or credits will only be given if the training director is notified
in writing by the close of business on the day of the deadline.

Deadlines: Deadlines are set by the council to help trainers have adequate time to
prepare for the trainings.

Tagalongs: In Girl Scouting, a “tagalong” is defined as any child and/or adult that is not
registered for the event, training or activity. Tagalongs are not allowed at trainings due
to liability issues, limited space and the overall focus of the group.

Special Needs: In order to meet the needs of the participants, any/all special needs
(allergies, disabilities, etc) should be listed on the registration form for each event.

Confirmations: Confirmations of registration will be sent only when additional
information concerning the training is necessary. If you are concerned whether or not
your registration was received and processed by the council, contact Pam Worrell at
800-632-6894 X1953 or email pworrell@girlscoutsdiamonds.org.

Training Cancellations: Occasionally, trainings will need to be cancelled. When this
happens, the participants who have registered will be notified by phone or email.
